We walk by faith and not by sight.

We overcome the world by faith.

13. Everything we try to do for God that is not rooted in faith is sin.
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In short, the issue of faith pervades every aspect of our relationship with God and our service for
Him. Faith is the source of our strength, our provision, our courage, our guidance and our victory
over the world, the flesh, and the Devil. Faith is the only thing that can sustain us in the trials and
persecutions predicted for the last days.

Like so many other things, faith is hard to define. Even the Bible does not offer a concise
definition, but I believe the closest Scripture, is found in Hebrews:

Hebrews 11:1: “Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see.”
Think about that. Faith has two dimensions, the future and the present unseen spiritual world.

True faith enables us to perceive the invisible spiritual world about us, and to operate with
confidence in this intangible dimension.
